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Clean and Green returns for a second year to support priorities across the Parks, Highways, and
Cleansing Services. The campaign has received a £1 million investment in keeping B&NES tidy.
This newsletter will inform on works completed so far across the services.

Clean and Green Action Weeks

This month, the Clean and Green team visited Moorlands, Widcombe and Lyncombe, Newbridge,
Weston, Twerton, Southdown, Westmoreland, and Oldfield Park.

The Clean and Green Response team responded to 40 reports in June related to overgrown
vegetation, graffiti, debris, litter, tree, and woodland issues.

Graffiti Removal

In July, Clean and Green removed a large area of graffiti placed on the railway arch in Dolemeads.
The duration of this work took approximately one week to complete, with 23 hours dedicated to
clear spray-painted text and imagery.

The investment allows us to employ a Graffiti Removal Officer to support both domestic and
commercial properties. Clean and Green funding paid for the removal of Dolemeads graffiti,
including purchase of effective chemicals to be used with a jet-washer to tackle offensive and non-
offensive spray-painting.

Enforcement

Last year, Clean and Green invested in additional deployable cameras and signage to use across
the district. This was especially used in heavily littered laybys to tackle littering and fly tipping.

This month, 38 fixed penalty notices were issued from Environmental Enforcement related to
commercial waste, littering, fly-tipping, and escape of controlled waste. One of the B&NES
cameras caught a man throwing litter in a layby in Dunkerton Hill. He was subsequently issued
with a fixed penalty notice of £100.
